The partners’ reports should be focused on one of the policies relating to innovation and knowledge economy
 which:
· Promote the use of new information and communication technologies (ICT) by businesses and Develop ICT-based public services to increase the effectiveness and competition of businesses;
· Promote entrepreneurship and new-employments opportunities in knowledge-based, innovation driven sectors;
· Support research and innovation infrastructure such as science parks, innovation centres or incubators;

· Support activities and actors involved in research and development;

Please note, for the partners as far as concerned
· During the phase of exchange of experiences, 40 different good practices should be identified; i.e. 1 specific good practice / partner / TTGM.
· Therefore each partner has to present a different good practice at each TTGM
· So, an operation of local development already chosen as a good practice at a previous TTGM could be presented at TTGM 4. However this good practice has to show a policy focused on the specific theme of the TTGM n°4 (Innovation and knowledge economy).

	Practical information and recommendations:

1. Number of words for the written report is 1000-2000 words maximum
2. Each report has to be sent (in English version) to the Lead partner by 31/05/2011.One or two speakers could report per delegation

3. From then, all English versions will be sent to all partners by the Lead partner. Each partner could translate the reports in its own language for its delegation.

4. Dissemination of the reports: seminar pack, Good Practice Guide, and PROSPECTS website.
5. Speaking time for oral report is 20 minutes.

6. The language of the presentation could be the partner’s language.
